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Executive Summary

In the fourth quarter of 2008, implementation of CBA Project continued, with regional launching completed, and selection
of pilot rayons and communities approaching almost to the end. Other importane process e.g. institutional development,
capacity building, participatory planning, plan mainstreaming, implementation of community initiatives took place albeit at
different scale. By end of 2008, all envisaged elements of CBA projects were put in place. Details about key activities are
given hereunder:

Launching of Project in 3 regions took place during the quarter. It marked end of CBA launching in the regions. Similarly,
16 rayons were selected for partnership through competition in 2 regions. It marked completion of rayon selection in 24
regions. In total, 193 rayons were selected in all pilot oblasts, except Donetska. Following to the rayon selection, 200
village/city councils were selected in 5 regions during the quarter. In total, selection of 964 village/city councils was
completed by end of 2008.

In the reported period, focus of Project activities shifted towards actual community mobilization. Through community
dialogues, 372 Community Organizations were formed in the IV quarter in participatiorn of 39’778 community members.
In total, number of COs formed during 2008 amounts to 701 with participation of 96’698 persons (60% female). To
facilitate the process, CO-manual was prepared and disseminated.

262 training courses were held during the quarter to build capacity of community activists as well as focal persons from
local governments. In cumulatively term 299 trainings were held for 7497 persons (77% CO-members, 23% officials from
local authorities) since inception.

475 COs prepared community development plans during the quarter. Of them, 355 plans were reviewed at Local
Development Forum and 215 were approved by the Forum. Priority in the plans was focused on energy savings (48%,
followed by health post (27%), water supply (18%), local transport (4%), environment (2%) and others (1%).

In the reported period, 47 communities’ micro-project proposals were approved for funding. From CBA project side,
financing was released for 12 micro-projects. Total cost of these projects was UAH 6.3 million of which 10% came from
the beneficiary COs, 15% from the village/city councils, 34% from the rayon authorities, 2% from oblast authorities, 1%
from the private sectors and remaining 39% from the CBA. A technical manual was preapared and disseminated to the
COs and field offices to enhance the quality of work related with community initiatives.

With an aim to analyze progress of Project implementation and plan for 2009, joint review meeting and two cluster
meetings were held during the 4" quarter in various regions. Similarly, one Steering Committee meeting and 2
donor/partner visits were held during the quartrer to familarise the CBA-stakeholders about the CBA activities.

Extensive media coverage of Project activities in the regions was traced. During the quarter, 235 media coverages were
registered across Ukraine, including printed and electronic editions, radio and TV reportages. Total coverage during the
year amounts to 780. Also, 32 issues of regional newsletters were published and disseminated among target audience.

In 2009, target will be accomplished in terms of partnership with the regions, rayons, VC/CCs and COs. Focus will be
placed on capacity building, planning and implementation of community initiatives. It is aimed to initiate at least 850
community projects. Documentation and dissemination of lessons learned will be carried out vigorously.

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1.1 Project Genesis

1.1.1 Background

Ukraine has made significant economic development since its independence. However, it is still challenged
by some serious issues. Economic growth is not equitable, with only small share of population benefiting
from its fruit. Those who suffer most live in rural and semi-urban areas. Low living standards in these areas
are characterized, besides low income, by insufficient access to medical care and education,
underdeveloped (or worn out) basic infrastructure and poor access to drinking water. Social, health and
environmental problems at local level have is very common and warrant serious attention.

These challenges form a part of the MDG signed by Ukraine in 2000. To achieve these goals, much work is
needed, especially at local level. The experience around the world® indicate that solution to these challenges
is contingent on empowerment and active involvement of local communities, and their capacity to identify
development priorities and ensure their attainment. However, legacy of the highly centralised system of
policy, planning, budgeting and decision-making is yet to be adequately geared towards accommodating the
needs and priorities as perceived by citizens and local authorities. On the other hand, passive attitude of the
population in general and limited capacity of the local governments in rural areas to generate revenue
remains a challenge.

Experience of European Commission’s projects on pilot models for sustainable regional and local
development have indicated the need to emphasize ‘bottom-up” approach in tackling social needs of the
poor population. On the other hand, Area-Based Development (ABD) Approach promoted by UNDP Ukraine
through its projects has proven to be an effective way of achieving social goals in a decentralised manner.
In close partnership with local authorities and local communities, ABD Approach unleashes the potential of
the people to help themselves. It brings local authorities and communities together for joint problem-solving
and development activities, thus reinforcing the MDGs.

Joint EC-UNDP initiative - the Community-Based Approach to Local Development (CBA) is founded on the
achievements of ABD approach and is meant for applying its main tenets country-wide and provide valuable
inputs for the ongoing policy debate on administrative and fiscal decentralisation and further democratisation
of society. CBA Project was launched in September 2007 and functioning since January 2008.

1.1.2 Objectives

Main objective of the CBA Project is to create enabling environment for long-term self-sustaining social-
economic and environmental development at local level throughout Ukraine.

Specific objectives of the Project are to:
= Improve living conditions in rural and (semi-) urban communities through sustainable community-
based self-help initiatives;
= Demonstrate participatory local governance, joint decision making and public private partnership for
decentralised public service delivery through self-governing community organisations;

= Enhance professional skills and knowledge of community organizations and local authorities to
initiate and maintain participatory local process on sustainable social economic development and
public services delivery;

= Document experience on participatory planning, decision-making and social action with a view to
providing inputs for policy and legal reforms.

1.1.3 Project Strategy

The strategic goal of the CBA is to build capacity for participation of the local communities and local
authorities into joint decision making process and use this capacity for multi-stakeholders cooperation and
multi-sectoral interventions that are geared towards strengthening of local governance and sustainable

2 Crimea Integration and Development Programme (CIDP); Chernobyl Recovery and Development Programme (CRDP); and Municipal
Governance and Sustainable Development Programme (MGSDP)
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human development with ensured local ownership of the process. To this end, following strategies are
followed to materialise the objectives of the Programme.

All oblasts of Ukraine and in Autonomous Republic of Crimea form the overall project area of CBA while
selected raiyons, village/city councils and local communities form the functional area. Selection is based on
the level of socio-economic hardship facing them. Partnership, based on willingness and commitment for
cost sharing, form the basis of Project implementation in the selected area.

ABD approach is utilized to unleash the potentials of selected communities to address their common needs
focused around health, environment, energy, water supply and local transportation. To this end, the selected
communities are organised into ‘community organisation (CO)’ founded on norms of good governance.

Appropriate support structures are created at various levels to facilitate smooth implementation of the
Project. Through networking of local communities, local/regional authorities, private sector and civil societies
appropriate fora are established at rayon/oblast level so that they can hold regular dialogue on sustainable
development envisioning, mainstreaming of community plans, deciding upon public-private partnership
mechanism for implementation of local priorities and carrying out participatory monitoring. Networking of
stakeholders at the national level enables overall monitoring and advisory support.

Capacity of duty-bearers in the local communities, local government as well as national level officials is
complemented through capacity building activities. Capacity of the COs is built in such a way that they are
able to make joint decision with local authorities, mobilize resources, implement local priorities and sustain
the result. Capacity of the partners (VC/CC, raiyon/oblast etc.) is strengthened in terms of human resources
to implement participatory approach propagated by the Project. Training, exposure visits, dialogues and
small grants (for community projects), appropriate instituional mechanisms etc. are used as tools for building
capacity.

Appropriate management and information systems (MIS) is established to make the stakeholders directly
involved in the process of monitoring and assessment of the Project activities. It includes process monitoring,
input monitoring, output monitoring and impact monitoring. Flow of information is bottom-up and
participatory.

Sustainability of the systems, institutions (community organizations etc.) and services established at local
community level under support of the Project is ensured so as not to loose the principles and value
propagated by the Project.

1.2 Project Area

CBA Project will work in all oblasts of Ukraine and Autonomous Republic of Crimea covering total of 200
rayons (eight in every oblast in average) and 1000 villages/settlements/cities (five in every raiyon in average)
with population less than 10.000 people.
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2.1 Establishment of Partnership with Regional Authorities

Establishment of formal partnership with oblast authorities, through signing of partnership agreement, is
considered to be a milestone in CBA implementation. Such agreements are also essential to formalize the
role and commitment of the partners (local authorities and UNDP) and to provide an official basis to work
with community organizations. This activity includes two sub-activities described hereunder:

2.1.1 Holding regional meetings and regional seminars for presentation of CBA Project

In the reported period, 3 regional seminars were held to start project activities in Dnipropetrovska, Donetska
and Mykolaiivsa oblasts. Thus, project was launched in all regions of Ukraine in the presence of
heads/deputy heads of oblast state administrations and oblast councils. Participants of the launching
seminars included oblasts’ and rayons’ authorities including heads/deputy heads of OSAs, OCs, RSAs, RCs;
representatives of NGOs and mass media and in some cases the heads/deputy heads of village/city
councils.

2.1.2 Signing of partnership agreements with regional authorities

Signing of partnership agreement between UNDP and regional authorities is vital for effective
implementation of the Project although it was not a pre-requisite for launching of the Project activities in the
region. Often oblast authorities signed partnership agreement during the regional seminar, in presence of
rayon authorities, NGOs and media. Where signing did not take place, regional seminars were held and call
for rayons’ participation was announced. In such cases, the oblast authorities signed partnership agreement
at a later date.

During the quarter, 3 Partnership Agreements weer signed, with ARC, Mykolaiivska and Zaporizka oblasts.
By December 2008, 21 partnership agreements were signed. Further details on establishment of
partnerships with regional authorities are given in Annex - 1.

Odeska, Dnipropetrovska, Donetska and Luhanska oblasts are currently reviewing partnership agreements.
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2.2 Establishment of Partnership with Pilot Rayons

Establishment of formal partnership with rayon authorities, through signing of partnership agreement, is
considered to be second milestone in CBA implementation. It ensures clear role and commitment of the
rayon authorities and provides an official basis to reach village/city councils. To this end, following steps
were followed during the quarter.

2.2.1 Selection of pilot rayons

As a primary step, announcement was made in the last 3 oblasts during each regional seminar for rayon
authorities to send application forms to CBA office within 3 weeks. This announcement was for ensuring the
principle of competition and transparency. In total, such announcements were made in 25 Seminars since
beginning of 2008.

As a follow up action to the announcement, the interested rayon authorities sent their application to the CBA
office. The applications included information on social/economic/environmental hardship (access to water
supply, access to medical services, environment situation, energy saving, school transportation) facing the
rayon and level of commitment expressed by the rayon authority. Received rayon applications were
reviewed and analyzed by CBA Project in light of the information received from the rayon and oblast
authorities and rayons of each oblast were ranked according to the hardship facing them. In the reported
period, 20 applications were receive from rayons of Cherkaska oblast and 9 applications from rayons of
Dnipropetrovska oblast. Call for participation was announced for rayons of Donetska oblast on 18 December.

Selection of the pilot rayons for each region was done by a ‘Rayon Selection Committee’ consisting of
representatives from the respective oblast state administration and oblast council, UNDP and CBA Project.
During the quarter, meetings of then Rayon Selection Committees were held for 2 oblasts: Mykolaivska and
Dnipropetrovska. See Annex - 2 for summary of the meetings and the list of selected rayons.

Cumulatively, 193 rayons of 24 regions (except Donetska oblast) are involved in cooperation with CBA
Project.

2.2.2 Holding rayon seminars

Rayon selection was followed by rayon level seminars in each oblast to sensitize rayon officials and officials
of village/city councils and make announcement for village/city council application.

During the quarter, 16 rayon seminars were held in Mykolaiivska and Dnipropetrovska oblasts. Since
inception, 193 rayon seminars were held in 24 regions (except Donetska oblast). In total, 5966 officials,
including heads of RSAs and RCs; heads of village/city councils; heads of relevant departments of RSAs
and RCs and 263 media representatives attended the events.

In the seminars, focus was placed on importance of participatory approach; introducing the CBA Project and
its modus operandi, highlighting experiences of EU Tacis and UNDP-projects on participatory approach. To
sensitize the audience further, the film, “A Step Ahead: How Ukrainian Communities Are Helping
Themselves” was shown featuring success stories of UNDP projects namely CRDP, CIDP and MGSDP.
These information were followed by discussion on terms of partnership with rayon authorities and village/city
councils, call for application from the village/city councils for partnership with the Project and criteria of
village/city council selection.

Officials of the OSAs and OCs were key speakers during the seminars along with the CDAs and CDS of
PMU, who presented the CBA project to the participants. Ownership showed by the oblast authorities in
reaching rayons is expected to have strong positive effect on the result of the Project (Table - I, Annex - 3 for
summary of participation of local counterparts in rayon seminars). Participation of CDS was mainly limited to
initial backstopping, upon which the CDAs and oblast teams were able to continue with rayon seminars on
their own.

2.2.3 Signing partnership agreement
between UNDP and rayon
authorities

Of the 193 rayons involved in CBA activities,
177 Partnership Agreements with rayon
authorities were signed in course of the
seminar or at a later date. Of them, 20 were
signed in the fourth quarter, in Poltavsla,
Kharkivska and Mykolaivska oblasts.

In general, both authorities namely the rayon
council and the rayon state administration
signed the Agreements indicating their full
support to the Project activities. In some cases,
signing of Agreement took longer time because
the responsible authorities were not available or
the responsible legal department took time to
review the document. Also, some rayon
authorities waited for oblast authorities to sign
Agreement first.

2.2.4 Project Coordination at Rayon
Level

In the framewok of partnership, practical
cooperation with rayon authorities continues
primarily through the mechanism of holding
joint Local Development Forums (LDF). These
forums are established by a decree of local
administration, in each partner raiyon, as per
the provision in the partnership with RSA/RC.
Typical structure of LDF is given in Box 1.
LDF aims to facilitate dialogue, coordination,
planning and decision-making at local level
between the oblast and rayon authorities and
communities for promoting integration and
development. Meetings are held once in 2-3 months to discuss local development issues and mainstream
community plans. LDFs’ specific task regarding CBA implementation is to support community organizations
for technical backstopping and resource mobilization implementation and handover of community projects.

During the quarter, LDFs were formed in 75 rayons, and 79 sittings were held. Since inceprion, 100 Forums
held 104 meetings.

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2.3 Establishing Partnership with Village/City Councils

During the reported period, 466 applications for partnership were received from village/city councils of 5
regions namely Mykolaiivska, Kirovohradska, Kharkivska, Dnipropetrovska and Cherkaska.

The team of the oblast community resource centre analysed the information of the applications and
information received from the respective rayon state administrations. Based on the analysis, they made a
ranking of the participating local councils based on the socio-economic hardship and commitment. The
analysis and ranking was further reviewed by related specialists of the PMU.

The ranked applicants were discussed in ‘village/city council selection committee’ meetings held for the
rayons ready for VC/CC selection. In the 4™ quarter, 200 local councils were selected from 5 regions for CBA
Project as shown in Table - I, Annexes - 4 and 5. In all cases, the meeting was presided by CBA focal point
of Oblast State Administration. Other participants of the meeting included representatives from regional
council, rayon state administrations, rayon councils, and CDAs in the oblast. Local partners’ feedback and
opinions are quoted in Box 3.

Total number of pilot local councils amounts to 964, of them 830 are village councils, 114 town councils and
20 city councils.

2.4 Organising Local Communities

Following to selection of village/city councils, steps were taken to select the settlement(s) / local community
and mobilize them for concrete action under the framework of CBA Project. By the end of December 2008,
794 local communities were organised to work with CBA through following process:
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2.41 Holding VC/CC level seminar

Orientation was organised in the selected VCs/CCs, individually or collectively, to present CBA Project to the
council members, VC/CC-executives, active citizens, NGOs and businesses from the locality.

In perspective of the partnership with oblast and rayon authorities, the seminar focused on sensitizing the
local representatives with importance of community-based approach to local development and explaining
them the relevant procedure and conditions to achieve concrete results. Participation of the oblast and rayon
officials in these local seminars reflected their commitment towards citizens’ participation in decision-making
process and raised effectiveness of the seminar (Table - 1V).

In the 4" quarter, 530 VC/CC level seminars were held in 21 regions. During the 1% year of project activities,
897 seminars were conducted in all regions except Donetska oblast.

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Box - 4. Ownership of the Project as Demonstrated by Local Authorities

Outsdanding enthusiasm and ownership of the Project was demonstrated by leadership of Snihurivskyi Rayon
(Mykolaiivska oblast) where Head of RC, Mr. Valeriy Kozyrev, participated in every village council seminar and all
the first meetings with communities, motivating and encouraging communities to actively participate in the Project.

“Yet 1,5 years ago | would not believe that such an approach works”, says Mr.Kozyrev, “But now | am confident of it
and | want to share this confidence with our people. We have the example when gasification of the village was done
by a self-organized community, while there is still no gas supply in the rayon capital. We followed the example of
Voznesensk city, which participated in MGSDP programme, and saw that the approach really works. Recently,
Snihurivka presented 3 projects for the competition for small/medium grants, and won financing for all of them.”

2.4.2 Selection of local community for partnership

Subsequent to the VC/CC seminar, the participants discussed on the comparative situation of the
settlements belonging to the council from the perspective of socio-economic hardship facing them e.g. water
supply, health services, energy efficiency, environment and school transportation etc. Based on the ranking,
one settlement was selected for CBA Project. Alternative arrangement was necessary to ensure competition
and attract the community which was the most willing and committed to apply self-help approach to resolve
their problem.

During the quarter, 413 communities of were selected for partnership. Cumulatively, the number of pilot
communities is 794, with 276 communities in reserve list. See Annex - 6 for details on selection of local
communities.

2.4.3 Formation of Community Organisation (CO)

Pursuant to the community selection, dialogues were held with the selected communities to sensitize them
about importance of collective effort to resolve local development issues in partnership with local authorities
and other development agencies including CBA Project (Box - 5) . Summary of dialogues per oblast is given
in Table - V.

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Box - 7. Pro-Active Attitude Makes Difference
In Luhanska oblast, outstanding activization of rural communities was observed even before any mobilization activities
were carried out by CBA staff, e.g., before training was conducted for activists of Mistky village (Svativskyi rayon) and
Kalmykivka village (Starobilskyi rayon), they initiated meetings with their communities, created and registered COs as
legal entities, and elaborated first drafts of micro-project proposals. To receive all the necessary information, they were
regularly contacting rayon focal points and CBA CRC. Such a proactive approach allowed them to surpass many other
communities that already received training but are still not ready with their project proposals.

In generic sense, an organisation created by the citizens of a local community to address their common
needs is considered as a community organisation (CO) or a community-based organisation (CBO). In legal
term a CO or CBO can take different legal form as defined by the law of Ukraine e.g. association of co-
owners of multi-storey building, housing committee, bodies of self-organisation of population, cooperative,
public organisation, civil society organisation etc.

Of 384 legally registered Community Organizations formed within the framework of CBA Project, 12 are
association of co-owners of multi-storey building; 13 cooperatives; 44 bodies of self-organisation of
population; 305 public/civil society organizations and 6 charity organizations (see Table - VII for details).

2.4.4 Organizational Maturity

It is important that the CO must reach certain level of maturity before undertaking development task of
significant size. To this end, for about 1-2 months the CO should undertake small
social/economic/environmental activities of household and community nature within its own capacity and
from the resources available locally.

Most CBA communities implements self-funded initiatives before they receive funding for their micro-project.
Typical cases of such initiatives are: related repair works, cleaning the nearby territory, planting trees etc.
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Box - 8. Indicators of CO Maturity

CO-meeting is held regularly and in participation of minimum of 80% members
System of making consensus based decision is established

Accounts are kept transparently and in auditable form

Concept of accountability is known to all

Equity and inclusion criteria is built in the activities initiated/carried out by the CO

It collects financial resources necessary for its development and its members pay commitment dues on regular
basis

It is enrolled with the village/city council (if it is not a BSP)

It has carried out at least one development activity with visible result

It has maintained management information system

All decisions on key matters are taken by the general members whereas decisions on day to day management
are taken by the executive body

A financial ceiling has been set to cover most of the decisions on expenditures related with day to day
management indicating that beyond this ceiling the decision will be made through general members

All meetings, sessions and decisions made are drawn up by corresponding protocols

The CO-members are willing to be accountable for all the decisions made by them and are willing to hold CO-
MT accountable for any wrong doing

The management of the CO acts on the behalf of its members and reports to them about the activities it
performs

CO follows the principles of gender equality

The executive body constantly communicates with the bodies of local authority and other development
agencies

Must have tried participatory assessment of the CO, at least once

Box - 9. Organizaed Communities Can Do Much More

Before communities receive funding from CBA Project, they go participate in a series of orientation meetings, dialogues
and trainings. Through these activities, communitis realize their capacities and, in parallel to preparation of CBA micro-
project, they start performing activities aimed at improvement of their living conditions. Below, are a few such cases.

S Case l. Volynska oblast

Community of Sedlysche village (of Liubeshivskyi rayon) was the most active to get self-organized, defined the list of
problems and priorities and created a CO “Femida”. Afeter participation in tranings, CO “Femida” was the first to draft
project proposal and had it approved by Local Development Forum. Community members already gathered their part of
the share for co-financing.

Waiting for the final approval of their micro-project, community does not waste time. They hold regular meetings to
decide how to solve other problems: (a) community is now dealing with improving sanitation in local school, (b)
community has initiated the process of allocation of additional premises or building an extension to arrange a VC there,
(c) problem of hot water supply is also being solved.

% Case Il. Ternopilska oblast

Awaiting for CBA funding for their micro-projects, the Community Organization “Oberih” (Hnylytsi village of
Pidvolochyskyi rayon) started implementing self-funded initiatives, such as repair of the road, plantation of trees in local
park and repair of memorial. For this, they used the money collected as membership fees. Also, CO managed to
mobilize around UAH 28.000 of local sponsor’s funds.

Other examples of such local initiatives in Ternopilska oblast include installation of street lighting system (Bilokrynytsia
village of Zborivskyi rayon), repairing roads (village of Horishnya Slobidka, Monastyrskyi rayon), installation of water
supply system in local school (Tseliiv village of Husyatynskyi rayon).

% Case lll. Khersonska oblast

Daryivska village council was the first to express its interest in CBA Project. Within this village council, 3 community
organizations were created and registered. Each of them competed for participation in CBA. They had their priorities
defined and collected money for co-financing of micro-projects. Dilemma was solved when 3 communities jointly
decided that the CO Nel with micro-project on repair of the roof of kindergarten should be given priority.

CO Ne2 decided to implement their project on reconstruction of transformer vault independently, using UAH 18’000 of
collected community money. As a result of their activizaton, they also received additional funding from rayon budget
(UAH 80’000). CO Ne3 also started with self-funded initiatives on repair works in their multi-apartment building building,
using funds collected from inhabitants (UAH 16’000), and is looking for additional donor/sponsor funds.
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2.5 Developing Capacity

Capacity building is one of the crucial activities of CBA Project. It involves such activities as training,
exposure visits, dialogues and various other forms of techniques utilized for skill enhancement/knowledge
transfer. The purpose is to enable local communities, local authorities and other partners to adopt and
practice the approach promoted by the Project. During the quarter, 2 capacity building events took place.
Details on these events are given hereunder:

2.5.1 Training of CBA project staff and national counterparts

During the quarter, 2 training courses were organized for CDAs and rayon focal points in the form of cluster
meetings.

- Cluster 1: ARC, Mykolaiivska, Odeska and Khersonska oblasts.
- Cluster 2: lvano-Frankivska, Lvivska, Zakarpatska, Ternopilska and Chernivetska oblasts.

First cluster met in Yevpatoria, ARC on 19-20 November, second cluster gathered in Ivano-Frankivsk on 24-
25 November. Goal of the cluster meetings was twofold: (a) to review progress of each OIU and make plans
for 2009; (b) to train rayon focal points on the mechanisms of community based approach and prepare them
for their role of coordinators of rayon Community Resource Centres.

A total of 64 persons benefited from the training namely 15 Project staffs and 49 officials of counterpart
agencies (oblast state administrations).

As follows from analysis of evaluation forms, most participants were entirely satisfied with training and
considered it highly interesting. Length of the training was mostly estimated as optimal, a less numerous
group (25%) wished it was longer. 83% estimated the level of trainer as excellent and characterized training
techniqgues and methods as most appropriate and efficient. 71% of participant noted that the training
considerably helped them to improve their knowledge on the subject (see Annexes - 9A and 9B for details).
Participants’ feedback on cluster trainings is quoted in Box - 10.

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2.5.2 Training for Community Organizations

The success of an organisation largely depends on (a) capacity of its executive body to manage the
organisation and its activities (b) knowledge and understanding of its general members about the principles
of sustainable development and good governance. Therefore, the regional teams of CBA implementation
units organize trainings for CO-MT and counterparts/focal points of corresponding local councils which
allows for a higher degree of involvement and engagement of local counterparts.

CBA Project offers training and orientation courses for CO-members in following areas —
1) CO Management and planning;
2) Book-keeping in CO;
3) Community planning;
4) Drafting MPP.

In the reported periond, 262 trainings were held, cumulatively since inception - 299 trainings. Through these,
7497 persons (of them, 40% males and 60% females) were faminiarized with the essence of community-
based approach, learned how to create, register and maintain Community organization, how to write and
defend a project proposal, and how to implement an initiative on improvelent of living quality of local
community. 23% of participants were representatives of local authorities, i.e. focal points from village/city
councils. Statistics of participation in trainings for COs is given in Diagram - 1, participants’ feedback is
analyzed in Annex - 8.

2.6 Community Projects

CBA aims to improve living condition of local communities and strengthen participatory governance. For this
purpose, it supports implementation of local priorities reflected in term of ‘micro-projects’ or ‘community
initiatives’ through small grants based on equity, productivity, sustainability and cost sharing criteria. During
the quarter, a total of 47 community project proposals were processed and approved under following
procedural framework.

2.6.1 Preparation of and mainstreaming of community development plan (CDP)

During the quarter, 475 COs developed community development plans as given in Table - VIIIl. The plans
were centred around priorities as follows: medicine - 27%, water supply - 18%, energy saving - 48%,
environment - 2%, local transport - 4%.
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During the year, 355 COs submitted their priorities to their respective VCs/CCs for approval. Plans concurred
by VCs/CCs were then discussed at LDF meetings. Of all the plans discussed, 215 plans were approved by
LDFs and recommended for financing (Table - VIII).

2.6.2 Approval of micro-project proposal

During the last quarter of 2008, 47 micro-project proposals were approved by CBA Project. Of them, and
62% belonged to Energy saving, 19% belonged to health purpose, 13% belonged to water supply purpose,
6% - to local transportation (Table — IX).

Total cost of 47 approved project is more than UAH 6 min, average cost of a micro-project being UAH
134'336. According to the cost-sharing arrangement, micro-projects will be co-funded by local budget (51%)
with 15% contribution from village/city budget, 34% from rayon budget, 2% from oblast budget. Average
input of CO was 10% against 5%. Average CBA share constituted 39%. Moreover, communities managed to
attract private sector to co-fund their initiatives (1%). Details are given in Table - X.

2.7 Communication and visibility

Communication, visibility and public relation (PR) activities are designed as a part of Project implementation
strategy with a purpose to maximize transparency about the Project activities and to lobby for the cause it
aims to promote. Specific activities include media events, media coverage, web portal, communication
dissemination, visibility tools etc.

During the quarter, wider public and potential participants were familiarized with Project activities and plans
through local media and CBA web site. Visibility of EU and UNDP was assured by each of communication
activities. Details of the activities are described below:

2.7.1 Media coverage

Most of the media coverage was the outcome of media events and participation of local journalists in rayon
and village seminars as well as dialogues with community members. During the reporting period, 235 media
coverages were registered across Ukraine It included printed and electronic editions, radio and TV
reportages (Table - XllI). Since inception, media coverage of CBA activities amounts to 780, including
publications in printed editions (356) and electronic media (206), television (112) and radio reportages (106)
(Annex — 10, 12). An extensive use of partners’ web resources allowed to efficiently communicate
information to target audiences, total of 188 publications of announcements/news items appeared on web
sites of OSA/OC, RSA/RC and CBA.

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2.7.2 CBA presentation at externally organized events

With a view of disseminating information about CBA Project aong interested target groups, its
representatives took part in external events to present the initiative and its modus operandi. In the reported
period, Project was presented at 50 external events with an audience of 2992 persons (See Annex - 11 for
details).

Box - 15
CBA Experience Recommended for Wide Disseminaion

In Kirovohrad, CBA representative was invited to participate in the meeting of Oblast Coordination Council on
Self-governance, devoted to the topic of Strategic Planning of the Region’s Development. Presentation of CBA
and its activities evoked a vivid discussion among members of the Council, among which were 21 Heads of RC
and 4 mayors of big cities. Participants expressed interest in dissemination of CBA activities among other rayons
of Kirovohradska oblast. Resolution of the forum recommended to involve local communities in the process of
drafting of plans and programmes of social-economic development of the territories.

2.7.3 Issuing Regional Newsletters

In order to duly and timely inform local partners/stakeholders as well as participants about progress of CBA
activities in the region, a practice of publishing regional newsletters was introduced. Each OIU drafted,
published and disseminated copies of the newsletter both electronically (3'552 copies) and printed copies
(8’212 copies), to the distribution list including oblast administration and council, rayon administration and
councils, village councils, local communities, local media and NGOs (see Table - XIV for details).
Newsletters were also placed on CBA web site.

2.7.4 Media Events

In the IV quarter, as programme activities shifted towards community mobilization, less media events took
place. During the year, 30 media events were organized in the regions.
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Most of rayon seminars were held as media events, this allowed regional units to develop a network of
local journalists interested in the project. These contacts were further used to communicate information to
the public, as needed. On an ad-hoc basis, media representatives were invited to village council seminars
and dialogues with communities. Case of specifically organized media event is quoted in Box- 16.

2.8 Advisory and Management
Various activities were carried out during the reporting period to lay foundation for effective operation of the
Project activities. These activities are reflected in terms of administrative and financial management,

coordination arrangement, and monitoring, advisory support and resource mobilisation as described in
details hereunder.

2.8.1 Coordination of CBA at national level

On 9 October 2008, the CBA Project Steering Committee was held. has received the report from the Project
team and noted its good achievement and the results. The Steering Committee also took note of some
concrete challenges and problems frequently connected with administrative support or support of local
authorities. Steering Committee also shared a number of
suggestions on how to improve coordination between CBA
Project and other initiatives through different mechanisms
on the governmental side. In particular, the Project has
received suggestions of administrative support from the
Secretariat of the Cabinet of Ministers and also the
suggestion from the Ministry of Regional Development to
make use their of the coordination mechanisms for
distribution of information and implementation of the
Project in the regions.

Propositions were also received from the Ministry of
Agrarian Policy on ways of closer coordination, from the
Association of Village and City Councils of Ukraine - on
ways of exchange of information about communities which ANWwi

2.8.2 Partnership with national agencies

Following the CBA Steering Committee meeting, the Project team met with focal point of main national-level
stakeholders: Ministry of Regional Development and Construction and Department of Regional Policy of the
Secretariat of Cabinet of Ministers. Agenda of the meeting presupposed (a) discussion of current challenges
of project implementation at regional level, and possible assistance from stakeholders to minimize them; (b)
perspectives and mechanisms of further cooperations.

As a result of the meeting, official letter was issued by SCMU to oblast administrations where delays in
launching/implementation of the project were observed. Regions reacted with a more active support for CBA.
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2.8.3 Coordination with other UNDP-project

Resource person support was provided to UNDP/MGSDP in its effort to introduce community based
approach to sustainable development in curriculum of the universities of Ukraine. In this context, IPM Dr.
Jaysingh Sah participated in the Inter-University Conference “Local Sustainable Development: Theoretical
and Practical Aspects” which was held on 28 November 2008. He shared the global experience of social
mobilization to the participants. The objective of this Conference was to ensure wide scientific dialogue on
the problems of teaching the community-based sustainable development in the universities and to
recommend this course to be included in the list of courses advised by the Ministry of Education and Science
of Ukraine.

Also, IPM Dr. Jaysingh Sah participated in the annual meeting of the ‘national forum of partner municipalities’
of UNDP/MGSDP during 11-12 December 2008. During the meeting, Dr. Sah presented CBA project to the
participants in light of drawing possiblke inter-project synergy between the two projects.

2.8.4 Establishing rayon resource centre

To facilitate the work of OlU-team, each partner RSA/RC is expected to depute a staff to form a rayon
resource centre and contribute to the task of OlU team. By December 2008, all partner RSAs/RC of targeted
193 deputed their staffs for this purpose. Training was organized for rayon focal points as described in
section 2.5.1.

2.8.5 Operational manuals and guidelines

To facilitate the effective implementation of the Project activities, following manuals, guidelines,
concept/strategy papers were developed/conceived during October — December, 2008:

CO Manual for local;
Technical Manual for para-technicians of the COs (in process of preparation)

2.8.6 Review and Evaluation

In order to review pregress and achievements of each region and to set targets for 2009, two cluster
meetings were held furing the quarter. CBA staff from 9 oblasts gathered in Yevpatoria (19-20 November)
and lvano-Frankivsk (24-25 November).

2.8.7 Resource mobilisation and utilisation

Besides resource available to CBA from its donors (EU, UNDP), various agencies express their commitment
for financial contribution in course of forging partnership with CBA. Level of resources committed so far for
CBA Project from various partners and their utilisation is given in Table - XV below.

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3.1 Stocking the Experience

Speed and efficiency of project implementation greatly depends on the degree of interest of local
authorities and/or availability of enthusiastic officials/leadership at OSA/OC and- RSA/RC. Involvement
of local/regional authorities can facilitate project activities in many aspects including increase in the level
of trust in the mind of local population since these authorities are perceived as “guarantors” of realization
of communities’ initiatives.

Despite differences in political affiliation, OSA and OC representatives come together to act jointly in
favour of the citizens vis-a-vis CBA Project.

Generally, communities show great enthusiasm when it comes the matter of their empowerment,
local development and planning. Community members tend to openly demonstrate their interest and
enthusiasm in the project, and actively participate in project activities..

Main idea of the CBA Project is correctly understood and accepted by local communities as well as
local authorities. As a result, main focus is placed on the creation of a pro-active community and its
empowerment. Active participation of communities in solving their own problems is a first and most
important step towards sustainable local development.

Seminars, trainings and exposure visits have proved to be an effective way of working with local
communities. These activities open up the community members for two way interactive dialogue, mutual
trust, understanding and cooperation with OlUs.

Participation of the representatives of RSA law/ justice departments, state registrar, rayon tax
administration etc to participate in trainings for local communities turned out to be effective. They
clarified requirements as regards CO statute documentation needed for registration.

Regular and wide media coverage of the CBA activities and achievements in the rayons/communities
is not only useful for dissemination of information but also it inspires local communities and promotes the
spirit of competition among community organizations.

Women are usually most active members of village communities.

Pilot communities of CBA feel themselves special and inspired being involved in such an initiative.
They communicate more often with similar pilot communities and receive much higher degree of
attention from RSA/RC.

Leadership problems In communities where elected leaders are weak and have no contact with the
community members, the community members also tend to be passive and incompetent.

There is a high probability of negative impact of political and economic instability on the formation of
COs, community planning and realization of micro-projects. Possible elections to Verkhovna rada are
also likely to negatively influence the unity of the community organizations and timely implementation of
the local initiatives.

Economic crisis and state budget-2009 poses risk to the co-financing of micro-projects from local
budget. Room is to be explored to mobilize resources from oblast-level budget. In this context, emphasis
is to be made on systematic informing regional leadership, and deputies of oblast council about the
Project and its activities.

In the process of project implementation, there is a need to create rayon-level Community Resource
Centres, especially in the rayons remote from regional capital.

Empowered communities are able to influence decision-making processes and development
processes at their territories through procedures of common planning.

Effectiveness of Local Development Forums is higher in caseby rayon administration/council are
involved in its organisation. This reflects the degree of their interest in the Project and allows rayon to
feel as a full-fledged partner.

In the situation where a community perceives a CDOs as its partners rather than a friend, then it seems
to gain better understanding about its obligations and responsibilities.

In rayons where trained community activists are motivated to serve as resource person and
provide the same training to the rest of the community members, a much higher degree of
mastering and understanding the topics of trainings is achieved.

During dialogues with communities, situations should be avoided when a representative of authorities
voices his/her vision of the problem that needs to be solved. It is the activist of the community
organization who has to take up the initiative. Only in this case will community be focused on a true
priority.
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Key Challenges and potential threats:

In some rayons, appointed focal points did not show adequate enthusiasm in cooperating with the
Project. This greatly complicated implementation of initiatives in these areas.

In communities where active leadership is lacking, community often remains disorganized and inactive.
Limited technical know how at the community level.

There exists a problem of property right of some micro-project sites that could be reconstructed under
the CBA Project, whose documents are lost since post-soviet times. These sites do not belong to anyone
but are used for the community needs and are maintained by village councils. Question is to be solved
about possibility of financing of such objects by CBA Project.

Authorities in some oblast/rayon show low enthusiasm in understanding of the idea and methodology of
CBA.

Speed of co-financing from different levels of budget can pose challenge in timely implementation of
micro-projects.

Recommendations for immediate action:

To organise exchange visits for the local authorities and CO-leaders to successful cases/ demonstration
sites with an aim of enhancing learning mechanisms .

To hold learning sessions on computer literacy for CO members
To hold an inter-regional press-tour, involving different media partners

To organize regional seminars on technical issues of project preparation and implementation involving
representatives of local authorities and the COs.

3.2 Outlook for future

In line with the Project Work Plan and in sequence of the activities being pursued, following activities are ---
envisaged for 2009:

Completing rayon selection and establishing partnership with the selected rayons;

Completing selection of (1000) VCs/CCs and forging partnership with them;

Establishing (200) rayon resource centres by developing human resources at RSA,;

Completing development of 1000 COs in selected VCs/CCs and developing their capacity;
Approving at least 850 micro-projects and funding for their implementation by local communities;

Widening the horizon of partnership and cooperation with national stakeholders and other sources of
funding and synergy;

Completing establishment of (200) locald development forums and (24) oblast coordination council,
Finalising data base and making wide dissemination of Project related information and experience;
Holding 2 Steering Committee Meeting;

Undertaking mid-term evaluation of the Project performance;

Enlarging the scale of human resource development within the Project framework
